Favored Count Howie set the pace, but Noble had J J Hall
sitting along the inside and he once again shot his horse up the inside to trip the timer in 2:01.3.

Son Dan Noble took the other event for Ohio-sired pacing males with a gate-to-wire win with T
Russell Lou in 1:56.1. The black colt was sent off as the even-money favorite and performed up
to the expectations of trainer Jon Adams and owners Charles Purvis and James A. Davis of Ohio.

Earlier in the evening Jay Cross drove Kostas Spur to a one-length triumph in 2:02.4. The bay
gelding stalked the leading Count On Ben and trotted past him in the homestretch to score his
maiden win for trainer Chad Williamson and Lucky Eleven of Ohio.
